Founded in 1889 and chartered in 1891, Western became 
Cullowhee State Normal and Industrial School in 1905 and 
Western Carolina Teachers College in 1929. It was renamed 
Western Carolina College in 1953, designated a regional 
university in 1967, became Western Carolina University and 
joined the University of North Carolina system in 1972, and 
was one of the first in the system to have a residential Honors 
College which now enrolls nearly 1,100 students.
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
